To guarantee your spots at Finals complete the pre-block period between April 11-20" then finalise at time of
your zone opening with the priority registration dates. Then book your accommodation from April 15t
Priority access to Residence apartments and Star Grand Hotel, offered only to those who pre-block their
spots.

We allow everyone to pre-block spots with a deposit of 50% at the solo rate with final payment and completed
registrations when your zone opens, Pre-block is strongly recommended particularly for the later zones, to
secure your place within the 400-act capacity.

NOTE:

e Qualification does not automatically guarantee your spot, registrations for Showcase are taken on a first come
basis when you register, unless you have pre-blocked your spots at the April pre-block period, this locks in your
spots.

e General registration for each zone will be subject to space available.

Pre-Block secures your position within the allocated zone and gives you first choice access to key National
benefits.

Participants who complete the April pre-block will receive:
e First access to book accommodation before the general release
e Priority access to complete entries when their zone opens.
e Showcase Preferred guest entry rates
Refund/transfers are only provided when you don’t qualify or if the final payment is less than the deposit.
When you booked accommodation, you are entitled to the Showcase preferred rate for solos, duos, groups.
You need to contact us via the Showcase chat service and request to have your registrations adjusted and before

you make final payment, allow us 72 hours to adjust for you, do not make payment until you have received a
confirmation of adjustments from our admin team.

2027 NATIONAL FINALS - QUALIFICATION & ENTRY INFORMATION
Age is determined as of December 31st, 2026.

Official Qualification:

Dancers must qualify at an approved Showcase

partner competition listed at showcasedance.com.

Only routines that have officially qualified are

eligible for entry into the 2027 National Finals.

Video Qualification Option:

¢ Available for dancers located more than 100km
from an official qualifying event. If all qualifiers
are full in your area and this has enabled, you
from being able to qualify.

¢ Video Qualification Opens: April 5, 2026.

¢ Video Submission Deadline: June 15, 2026.

¢ Videos must be uploaded by the closing date.

e Limited positions will be available.

Video entries are assessed by official Showcase

adjudicators.

e Dancers may perform the routine they qualified
with OR enter a new routine in the same genre.

e A routine may not be repeated across multiple
categories (excluding League of Champions)

e Dancer of the Year (DOTY) participants may
not repeat their routine in any other category
and are not able to change their DOTY routine if
they make it to top 10 and top 5.

e Dancers may only enter the number of solo
acts they qualified with.

e Additional solo entries are not permitted; all
registrations need to verify as qualified

e Solo dancers may compete only once per
category; they are not able to compete twice in
a category

Qualification:

e Qualification criteria are determined by each
official qualifying event.

e Hollywood Bound qualifiers may award up to
10 positions per age group.

e Video qualification entries are selected by
Showcase judges based on score.

Entry Requirements:
To compete in DOTY at Nationals, Dancers must:
e Enter a minimum of two additional solo
categories at Nationals.
e Enter DOTY as an additional category.
e Enter all your solos in Elite division.
e Cannot rpt this solo in any other category
¢ Cannot change routines if they make top 10 or
top 5
Age Divisions for Dancer of the Year:
Petite - 8 Years & Under
Junior - 9-10 Years
Pre-Teen - 11-12 Years
Teen - 13-14 Years
Senior - 15-19 Years
Age is determined as of December 31st, 2026.

Eligibility Requirements:

¢ Open to Diamond Level solo dancers only.

¢ All solos must be entered at Diamond Level.

e Must compete in a minimum of two additional
Diamond solo categories.

e <Dancers ARE allowed to repeat a solo in
League of Champions

Not Eligible

e Any dancer who competed in DOTY at
Showcase Nationals in January 2024, 2025, or
January 2026.

e Any dancer who has won DOTY at Showcase or
Hollywood Bound within the past five years.

¢ All entries must be submitted via Dance Comp
Genie (DCG).

e Entries are accepted on a first-come, first-
served basis.

¢ Qualification does not guarantee placement at
Nationals.

¢ Nationals capacity limits apply across all
divisions.



When registering, you must provide details of where
you qualified in the notes Section of your entry.

If this information is not provided, your entry will not
be accepted or confirmed.

Proof of qualifying must be submitted before
payment is made.

All entries are processed on a first-come, first-
served basis, regardless of when you qualified.
Registration zones will be allocated accordingly.

We strongly recommend securing your place
during the Pre-Block Release in April. (Refunds or
transfers are only available if you do not qualify or
if the final payment is less than the deposit.)

Our aim is to make the entire Showcase experience
as rewarding and fulfilling as possible for your
studio.

To qualify for group entries, your studio must attend
and support an official qualifier. Once qualified,
studios may register group routines according to
the scale below.

Group Allocation Based on Total Dancers

4 -19 dancers Up to 7 groups

20 - 39 dancers Up to 15 groups

40 - 79 dancers Up to 20 groups

80 - 99 dancers Up to 30 groups

100+ dancers Up to 35 groups

Important: A maximum of two (2) group routines
per category per age division is permitted.
Example: 2 Pre-Teen Large Group Lyrical routines.

Large Group: 12 or more performers

Small Group: 4 to 11 performers

All groups will be calculated using average age,
which will be determined automatically by the DCG
software. Please ensure you review the Age Group
Rules outlined in the official Rules & Regulations.

All group entries must be entered in Diamond Level.
Studios may enter a maximum of four (4) Ruby
Level group routines, limited to the Petite and Junior
age divisions only.

Jan 17th (2pm-6.30pm Show)

This is a very exciting and prestigious show
to be part of and all groups want to be
part of this to perform in the show & to be
crowned the overall Australian Dance
Champion groups.

Please ensure your dancers do not
depart the Gold Coast till after the Battle
of the Stars Show. This show is by
invitation only and we will contact studios
mid-November with more details on
registering for your group acts.
